He also watches over me in such a way
that not a hair can fall from my head
without the will of my Father in heaven;
in fact, all things must work together for my salvation.

2 In 1643, the English Parliament convened an assembly at Westminster Abbey to advise them on
how to reform the Church of England. The Assembly produced three documents: a Confession of
Faith, Larger Catechism, and Shorter Catechism, which ultimately were not adopted by the Church of
England but were adopted by the Church of Scotland and the Presbyterian churches in America as
containing the system of doctrine taught in the Bible.

3 The Heidelberg Catechism (1563), produced by the Reformed churches on the continent of Europe,
was one of the earliest confessions of the Reformation. It is loved for how it warmly states the
doctrines of the Bible.
